mAUI rotarians are changing lives

     Our club, in partnership with the other 7 clubs on Maui, runs an annual youth leadership (RYLA) weekend camp for Maui’s high school students teaching the basics of leadership.
     We initiated Hawaii’s first Youth Exchange Service in 1990 and we have sent and received over 20 international exchange high school students to and from Maui.
     Our club has done projects at Haleakala National Park where we focus on cabin and fence repair, alien plant control, trail work and native seed collection.  
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    We are a major supporter of the Maui Food Bank and each year we raise money and food through fund raising projects and food drives.

     We built picnic tables at the Sun Yat Sen Park and partnered with another Rotary club to build the new children’s playground in Haiku.
     We annually donate and deliver over 250 student dictionaries to all the third graders in our geographic area.

     We have developed a sister club relationship with the Rotary Club of Sendai (Japan) and host exchange visits with them. 
     In 1988 we launched the District’s first Interact Club at St. Anthony High School where the students focus on community service projects.

     In 2005 we donated a building security system to Paia Youth Center.
   In 2006 we contributed $8,000 and helped secure almost $80,000 for projects all over the world.
     We strongly support Group Study Exchange students 1) from other           countries to study here and 2) Hawaii students to study abroad to help promote world peace.
